The following day she received a check 
in the mail for $100.00!
    One of the sweetest stories came toward the end of our 
day. A young woman walked in with a beautiful quilt.  She said 
that she was a new mother of a 4 month-old baby, and she 
had purchased fabric to make the baby a quilt. However she 
had seen the insert with the picture of the Widows in Need, 
and God so touched her heart. She said, " I felt God saying 
to use that fabric to make the quilt for the widows." So she 
made her first quilt by herself, and brought it to give to us. 
It was like a first fruit offering to the Lord. The fabrics 
were such that it would work for both a baby quilt or for 
the widows, as it was not based upon a character or theme.

moved into the new house, I got robbed.  They took my laptop, video camera, digital camera and around $160 in U.S. and 
Nicaraguan. All I can say is I had the peace of the LORD through it all.  I was very thankful that they did not harm me.  In 

addition to moving I have been working on organizing the medicine room and the medicines left by groups for outreach clinics.  
Three times I have acted as an ambulance service, taking a teenager to Managua for treatment, taking someone that broke 
their arm to the hospital and a lady that had a miscarriage to the local hospital.  The Toyoto has been a huge blessing in the 
three trips that weÕve made over rock and dirt roads to visit families of some of the kids in the Jinotega and Los Cedros 
childrenÕs homes.  I will be flying to Atlanta on April 15th and be in the US for six weeks.

Cheri THOMPSON Ð Kenya:  We celebrated the 6-year anniversary of the childrenÕs home while I was in Kenya.  We had an 
incredible celebration with testimonies, government visitors, food, music and special awards.  We opened the secondary school 
on Monday, February 9 and have freshmen and sophomores this year.  We opened in a temporary building while construction on 
the permanent building gets underway.  This is a great outreach to the community and it benefits the Challenge Farm as well.  



However, we need many things.   Eventually, the fees that the community children pay will cover many expenses, but with the 
high start-up costs, we need any assistance we can get.  We plan to finish the elementary school this year.  We have four 
classrooms completed and need four more.  The students are currently meeting in the dining room, storage room, and any other 
available space.   We have $11,000 already for the project and need an additional $10,000. Thank you for your prayers and 
support.

Bill & Wendy DePURY Ð InterVarsity Christian Fellowship Ð UWF:  Monday night we hosted another Jesus Jam.  Students read

Justin in various races.   We are continually amazed at how God is using our running to open doors and opportunities to share 
JustinÕs story.  WeÕve had two television interviews, been featured in two magazine articles, several newspaper articles and 
have been featured in a video presentation of the largest marathon here in the country.  Justin and I have completed three 
20km and two 15km races.  Michelle has been doing 5km races in each event.  On March 22nd Justin and I ran a half marathon.  
We are praying about joining the Disney Full Marathon in January of 2010.  In the last months we have been so blessed to have 
visitors.  We are being encouraged with our vision to have a therapy center for special needs children here in the Philippines.  
We are working on a vision statement and proposal that we can then begin to share.  
Joshua & Akiko JONES Ð Japan:  This month we were very excited to finally start our first official house church.  In the

 Mario & Paige MINO - Guatemala:  We recently had a time of spiritual refreshment for our 3 teams and it was very powerful 

and humbling to see the Lord supernaturally touch each heart.  We thank Him for the unique individuals that He has set apart 
to be His representatives in their distinctive communities.
